Our Network 
Conference was held in Jordan and addressed two topics: “Social and Emotional 
Intelligence” and “Integrity”. The Conference equipped the ladies with remarkable 
skills to help them manage their emotions through the teaching conducted by 
Dr. Suhail Jouaneh from Jordan on “Social and Emotional Intelligence”. Each 
woman was able to step up to a higher degree of self-awareness of her emotions 
and the emotions of the team she leads. Whilst, Dr. Sameh Aziz from Egypt 
covered the part on “Integrity” based on the bible verse in 
Psalm 101:6 which was the slogan for the Network, 
“My eyes will be on the faithful in the land that they may 
dwell with me; the one whose walk is blameless will 
minister to me”. The teaching emphasized on how we 
can walk in integrity and was bible-based.We were 
overwhelmed by the lord’s presence, wisdom and 
guidance in every single detail throughout our 
conference.

We give all the Praise to our Lord who helped us pass successfully through the second 
part of our Discipleship program. Part 2 addressed the topic of Integritypresented by 
Dr. Sameh Aziz from Egypt who is specialized in giving high-level trainings for church 
leaders. 14 ladies from 7 di�erent governorates of Jordan have attended those who have 
the heart to be active in their churches. The attendees were the same who joined part 
one of this training last April.It was a two-day training composing of 4 sessions a day. 
We added a session about how to start a small home group in order to help them start 
their own group at their ministries.
